The National Phonics Screening Check will take place in Key Stage 1 week beginning 8th June, 2026. The purpose of the phonics screening check is to confirm that all children have learned phonic decoding to an age-appropriate standard. The phonics screening check contains 40 words divided into two sections of 20 words. Both sections contain a mixture of real words and pseudo-words.
