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Welcome back to an important term for Year 6. This is the half term that we have been working towards all year; where the children will have the opportunity to showcase how brilliant they are during SATs.

SATs
SATs will commence from W/B 11.05.26. It is vitally important that your child attends school every day and they are on time. The exam timetable is as follows:

We will be offering a free breakfast for all Year 6 children every morning during SATs week. This gives them the opportunity to have a good breakfast as well as some social time with their peers and teacher to alleviate any worries that they may have. This will be a drop in session from 8am and there is no need to sign up. 

PE
Our PE is on a Thursday. Please come to school dressed in your full kit: black jogging bottoms, black hoody and house colour t-shirt. All clothing should be plain with no patterns or large logos. 

Revision 
As we are on the last stretch to SATs now, we would recommend your child engage in some revision at home. This does not need to be onerous because we do not want the children to feel stressed.  Continuing to read 3 times a week would be extremely beneficial and ensuring they access a range of text types as well as poetry.  Any revision guides that you have purchased would also be useful. Remember little and often is better than hours of cramming on Sunday 10th May.
Summer Curriculum
In history, Year 6 will learn about the Sikh Empire by studying how Maharaja Ranjit Singh founded and united it, where it was located in Punjab with its capital at Lahore, and what life was like for people of different religions living together. They will explore the strength of the Khalsa Army, understand how the empire will decline after Ranjit Singh’s death, including the role of the British East India Company, and consider why the Sikh Empire will still matter today, while developing skills such as map reading, questioning, and understanding cause and effect.
In science, we will be learning about electricity; where it comes from and how many different ways we can make it. We will then look at how light travels and how many different colours white light can split up in to. We will carry out a series of investigations to find this out.
